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These are the 5 models of instruction that I will be using next year in my classes. I have already used parts of some of these, but now I am going to share with you how I would use them in my classroom.

1. Inductive Model
The first model that I will be using next year is the inductive model. This is the model which Kristi and I taught. I have only used it a couple of times and it is not my favorite model, but I feel that it is a great way to get students to think on their own and form concepts and ideas without a lot of guidance. It is somewhat of a discovery because they are trying to get to the concept or main idea that you are teaching to them. I feel this model also gets students to think more critically. I would implement this model in my 9th grade English class using adverbs and involve students in the writing of sentences with adverbs. This example was in the book on page 53 and I liked it and since adverbs are always a problem for 8th and 9th grade English, I felt this would be a great lesson showing students how to take it a step further. It would really add to my grammar curriculum because they wouldn’t just be doing a grammar exercise out of the book, but this is a more creative way of getting students to understand adverbs. Whenever I can make students think differently about their thinking, this enhances their learning and it stay with them longer.

2. Learning from Presentations (Advance Organizers)
The second model that I would use is advance organizers. I always talk about the different genres in my 9th and 8th English classes but I don’t always show the differences at once and in 9th English they need to have a clear understanding of the differences, so I would use the genres of literature in Inspiration on my Smartboard to make an advance organizer map. This would really enhance the learning of my students and they need to know these different genres according to the state and national standards. I would do this at the beginning of the year and then do it at the beginning of each genre that I cover and then recap it at the end of the year and see how many students know what the genres are and some of the classifications that come off of them and I would also want my students to give me titles of different stories that we read and we would categorize them on the board into the correct genres. This is an excellent way to end the year, trying to get students to recall and recap many things that they learned throughout the year. This would really enhance my own instruction because I am checking prior knowledge and where my students might have weaknesses in certain genres so that I can make sure I cover those areas better with the next group of students I have and if I have time, try to go back and re-teach some of the lapses to my students that I saw that they had on their graphic organizers. 
3. Synectics 

The next model of instruction that I will use next year is the synectics model using analogies. I have always used analogies in the past in my English classes, but I ordered a new book of daily warm-up analogies that I plan on using in my 8th and 9th English classes everyday or every other day. Learning more about this model has helped give me confidence to be able to teach these analogies more effectively. These daily analogies would be a wonderful way for me to turn extra time in my classroom into valuable learning without wasting time. (Not that I ever have much time left over!) I could use these quick analogies at the beginning of class to get students into the learning mode, or near the end of class to wrap up thoughts, or they could even be used as transitional time between lessons in my class period. Analogies are hard for students to understand and by doing these daily warm-ups I feel it would help my students better understand analogies when it comes to some of the standardized tests that they will have to take and I also feel it will greatly enhance their vocabulary and comprehension of vocabulary. I think this little book of analogies will only enhance the learning of my students and it will be a great supplement to my pre-existing 8th and 9th English courses.
4. The Study of Values – Role Playing
The next model of instruction that I would use is doing role playing with the study of values in Hispanic Cultures. This would be fun to do throughout my 2nd and 3rd year Spanish classes. The second year students would be able to act out many scenarios of how the Hispanic culture would act in certain everyday situations. With my third year students we would take it even further and I would have my students not only role play different cultural circumstances, but we could discuss how our values differ from other Hispanic cultures and how we are the same. I think role playing to understand values and the multicultural world that we live in is very important in Spanish and other modern (world) language classes. Role playing has always been a huge part of my Spanish and German classes, but now I’m adding the element of values and how we can role play their significance in other cultures than our own. This model can be used quite a bit in my third and fourth year Spanish classes, because we can do more high-level thinking and speaking about some of these things in the native language in an upper level modern (world) language class. 
5. Inquiry Training (The Art of Making Inferences)
This is the last model that I am going to discuss as one that I am going to try to use this next school year. I am going to set up an inquiry by speaking in Spanish and describing what I have in my hand that is inside of a box of items or objects. I have thought about doing this before and this lesson really encouraged me to try it. What I would do is every day at the beginning of Spanish I or II, I will describe in Spanish, with vocabulary they are learning or should know, an object that is inside a big box that I will have up to the front of the room. I will have students guess the word in Spanish only and I will only speak in Spanish as well. This should be fun and from time to time I will put something in there that they can guess and have if they guess it right. I really feel this will keep their attention and teach them very useful question phrases and answer phrases that they can use in every day situations. This will also enhance their vocabulary learning. I will start with basic words or phrases so that students can start to form hypotheses and try to figure out what I am trying to get them to guess. Then I will continue to give them clues. This isn’t really scientific, but it is a great inquiry to try to get students to guess what I am trying to give them clues on. They could also work in groups after each clue I give them to try and guess what it is that I am talking about.
